Exercise boosts the chemicals({tZ#1/®) in the brain that help with memory(i2iz 1) and learning.

Exercising for about 20 minutes after school isn’t difficult. The best chance of making sure you
work out is to choose an activity you enjoy. Also, exercising with others will give you greater drive.
Try one of these:

Biking

Jump on a bike and ride around your neighborhood, along the river or in a park. Biking is
something you can do on your own or with friends.

Dancing

Hopping around or moving to music is an enjoyable way to have fun while getting exercise.

Basketball

Head over to your local basketball court(3k#7). There must be others there ready to play a pick-

up(Bn¢) game.

Running
Running doesn’t mean you need to end up in a full sweat(5¥) and panting(% £). Light jogging,

or even walking at a quick pace, also brings you the benefits of exercise.
